From the Vicar 

Last Wednesday, Fr Ron, on behalf of the Church invited us to keep the season of 
Lent.  The Church is not only St Nicholas congregation or parish, but the whole 
Church.  This season has been kept by the Church for centuries as a preparation 
for Holy Week and Easter.   
 

This the first Sunday in Lent, Year A.  The 
gospel reading is the Temptations of Jesus 
according to Matthew.  Each time the devil 
asks Jesus to do something, Jesus answers 
with a verse from Scripture that points us 
to an important truth about God.   
 
 

In the original story the devil wanted Jesus to do three things to attract the 
crowd's attention.  A book of meditations expressed the temptations as "feed 
them", "fascinate them", "force them". 
 
If we reflect on that simple summary we may see they are still used in the world 
today.  We are made particular promises by governments; in grand expensive 
public events; and in the use of legislation.   
 
The Sermon or Address: For many years I have used Lent as a time to do a series 
of addresses centred on a theme.  This year the series is "The King in Holy Week".  
Today: The King's Love.
